God’s Big Finger
love the joke about this man who
longed to win the National Lottery,
and prayed, prayed and prayed every
day that this would happen. In the end
God flipped and prayed back to this man,
saying “Come on... Please help me out
here... At least buy a Lottery ticket!”
This reminds me of a time when I was
a young teenage Christian and I needed
some sagely advice (I think it was about
love and girls and that sort of thing!)
I prayed fervently, seeking a massive
Monty Pythonesque finger coming
from the clouds to show me the way. 1
wanted a lightning bolt that would leave
me in no doubt about what was the way
forward. Of course, this didn’t happen,
but someone did actually hand me a
Bible verse that they sensed was relevant
to my life at that time. Instead of a
heavenly finger, I got an almost invisible
arrow that I might easily have missed.
I have however known God to
guide me, lead me and inspire me in
the choices I have made throughout
my life. Not many lightning bolts, but
plenty of tiny hints which in retrospect
show God’s Big Finger at work!
We read in the gospels and the Acts
of the Apostles, stories of God’s Big
Finger guiding and growing his early
church in such powerful ways. But we
must remember that these relatively
short verses are actually a distillation
of many years of seeking and following
God. There will have been times when
God moved powerfully: in fact there
are several times when the earth shook
and people were filled with God’s
powerful grace that left little doubt.
But equally there will have been many
more times (unrecorded times) when

God’s finger was an almost invisible arrow
that might so easily have been missed.

God has made us His Body, not His Robot.
Growing in Christian maturity shows us that
life involves the need to step out into new
places with initiative and trust; tentatively
and with a feeling of great vulnerability.
This is when we want that Big Finger to
lead the way; for God to go ahead of us
clearly - even to make the hard decisions
for us. It’s the leap of faith that takes guts.
It’s the stopping waiting for someone else to
make the first move and making it yourself.

These are the times when we need to
trust; trust God that He is already there
waiting for us to join him! “Stepping out”
prayerfully and humbly helps us become
stronger. If we chicken out of taking these
steps we become spiritual couch potatoes!
Psalm 139:7-12 are some of my favourite
verses in the whole Bible. They remind us
that there is nowhere beyond the reach of
God; nothing out of the undergirding hands
of God; no one too far away from God.

This knowledge is there to give us
confidence! In short, to win the Lottery,
we need first to step out and buy a ticket.

When we pray fervently for renewal,
revival, growth; people joining us to worship
in church or whatever, we can either pray
and wait for the lightning bolt moment that
will bring people flocking in — a moment

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that will probably never happen. Or we can
discern God speaking to us right now, with
his easy to miss voice asking us: “So, you
want your neighbours to know me better!
So, what are you going to do about it?”
God’s Big Finger ends up pointing at me!

Educational Grants for Year 6 Pupils

Beetham Exhibition Trust is a local
charity which has provided educational
grants for just over 100 years.

Each year grants are available to year 6
(final year) primary school pupils who are
due to enter state secondary education. The
trustees have the discretion to also award
grants to year 6 pupils entering independent
secondary education.

To qualify for the grant, the pupils’
parents must live in the civil parish of
Beetham or Arnside and the pupil must
have attended a state primary school for the
last three years. All children who qualify
have an equal right to the grant.

The grant is at present a one-off
payment, usually in August, which can
be used for any educational purpose e.g.
purchasing school uniform or stationery,
or used towards the cost of music/sports
lessons.

The value of the grant varies from year
to year depending upon the number of
applications received and the performance
of investments.
